Thank you for your interest in the GREATER PORTLAND BOARD OF REALTORS®. Please complete the application (if you haven’t already submitted one) and return it to the Board Office along with the non-refundable $150 application fee.  A membership in the GREATER PORTLAND BOARD OF REALTORS® includes membership in the MAINE ASSOCIATION OF REALTORS® and the NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF REALTORS®.  If you are transferring to this board from another Maine REALTOR® Board (member in good standing), there will be no application fee.  Applicants have six months to complete the application process.  (Bylaws, Article V, Section 3a.)





APPLICATION PROCESS
Application
Membership Applications will be referred to the Membership Committee for review and acceptance.   The Membership Committee’s acceptance letter along with dues bill and the upcoming dates of Orientation, Ethics & Procuring Cause courses will be sent to you.

Dues payments/required courses

Dues payments must be received prior to attendance of above-mentioned courses (Orientation, Ethics & Procuring Cause).  Each applicant will be given opportunities to attend these classes at no additional cost.  The Ethics & Procuring Cause classes each carry 3 Maine CEU credits.  If applicant does not pay dues and/or attend the classes (dates duly noticed), their application will be deemed void.  They will be considered a sales assessment to their Designated REALTOR®.   The Designated REALTOR® will then receive a sales assessment dues bill according to the GREATER PORTLAND BOARD OF REALTORS® Bylaws:  Article X; Sec 2 (a).   Dues are non-refundable.

Induction

The induction ceremony is performed at a membership meeting.  The members to be inducted will be called forward to recite the REALTORS® pledge and be welcomed by their peers.  At this point, the applicant will be a full member of the Greater Portland Board of REALTORS®.
If applicant does not complete the application process in the required 6-month time frame* they will either have to start the application process all over again or be considered a sales assessment to the Designated REALTOR®.  At that time any dues payment will revert to the Designated REALTOR( as a non-member. sales assessment according to the GREATER PORTLAND BOARD OF REALTORS® Bylaws:  Article X; sec 2 (a).  *Limited extensions may be granted if the board has no imminent classes or meetings scheduled.  
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
